As many of you will be aware, the Domestic Violence Resource Centre (DVRC) functions principally as an 
auspicing body which oversees the governance and implementation of a number of initiatives aimed at eliminating 
violence towards women and family members. Since 2003 the Brisbane Domestic Violence Advocacy Service 
(BDVAS) has operated as the service delivery arm of DVRC, providing multifarious services to individuals affected 
by domestic or family violence in the Brisbane Metropolitan area. BDVAS utilises a case management model and its 
main purpose is the provision of crisis intervention, practical assistance, information/referral services and advocacy/
outreach support.  
 
In 2008 the DVRC created another service delivery branch, Homesafe Inala. Homesafe has a unique mode of 
operation and is very distinct from BDVAS. Homesafe has a strong focus on supporting Indigenous families and 
uses a group work model. The function and scope of Homesafe is clearly outlined in this newsletter. 
 
It is due to the expanding initiatives of DVRC that we have opted to rename the newsletter the ‘DVRC Newsletter’.  
The newsletter will report on the activities and exciting achievements of both BDVAS and Homesafe. We hope that 
members and readers will continue to track the initiatives of DVRC and its service provision arms through this 
newsletter.  

Homesafe Inala had its official launch on Tuesday, 19th August 2008 with a strong representation from the local 
community and Indigenous members of the community, with various local and government dignitaries present.  We 
would like to thank The Honourable Lindy Nelson-Carr, Queensland Minister for Communities, Disability Services, 
ATSIP, Multicultural Affairs, Seniors and Youth for launching the service and Annastacia Palaszczuk MP, State 
Member for Inala  and Milton Dick, ALP State Secretary for speaking.
